Coillemoreis the anglicisedversion of Coille Mhòr,
meaningάDǊŜŀǘ²ƻƻŘέin Gaelic. Thenamerecallsthe
original ancient Great Wood of Caledonia that
stretchedacrossScotlandafterthelasticeage.
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Thewood in questionis in fact the onedirectlyabove
thehouse,partof theNationalTrust-ownedBalmacara
estate,atraditionalHighlandcroftingestate.

It describesitself as: "an outstandingexampleof
a Highlandcrofting estate with the flower rich
meadowsof Duirinishand Kirkton, the oak and
birch woodlandsof the Celticrainforestat Coille
Mhòr and the crannogon the dragonfly laden
LochAchaidhnah-Inich.έ

It is a magicalarea to slow down,
disconnectandwanderthrough,with abundantlichens
andmossesclingingto the treesandmanyvarietiesof
flowerflourishinginthefertilemicroclimate.

FINDINGYOURWAY: CoillemoreHouseis located
here. Allow 1.5-2 hoursdrivingfrom Invernessand
3.5-4.5 hoursfrom Glasgowor Edinburgh,although
this can vary considerablyby time of day, season
andnumberof stops.

CHECK-IN: is from 4.30pm. You should find the
front door unlockedupon arrival with the keyson
the hall table inside. If necessary,we will provide
youthe codefor the reardoorsafe.

CHECK-OUT: is by 10am on your day of departure
to allow time to prepare for the next guests. You
canleavethe front door unlocked and the keyson
the hall table. Kindly let us know if you plan to
leaveearlierthan10am. Wemuchappreciateif you
can leave the house in reasonablecondition and
empty anyrubbishbeforedeparture. Stripping bed
sheetsandpillow casesisalsoveryhelpful.

WIFI: CoillemoreGroundFloorςno password. The
landline (01599566776) canbe usedfor incoming
callsonly, unlessin emergency,in which casecall
999 in the first instance and then notify us
immediately.

HEATING& HOTWATER: theseare pre-set. There
are thermostatsin the main hallwayand first floor
landing to adjust the temperature for each floor.
Pleaseallow sometime for changesto take effect.
In cold weather we recommend closing window
shutters after dark to retain heat and to bring
slippersfor extracomfort.

FIREPLACE: We provide some complimentary
firelighters,kindling,wood andmatches. Additional
suppliesare availablelocally from Co-op in Kyle.
Pleasetake good carewhen usingthe fire. Sweep
anyashthroughthe griddlebefore lightingthe fire,
keepall personalitems at a safedistanceand use
the fireguard.

WOODBURNINGSTOVE: Open the door for 20
mins before use. To light, add 3 lightly scrunched
sheetsof paper into the chamber,closethe door
andkeepthe ventsopen. Letthe paperburn fully -
this heatsthe chimneyandstopssmokeblowback.
Then light as usual with firelighters, kindling and
logs. Pleasedo not usecoal.
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EVCHARGER: This is located on the wall outside
the kitchenon the north (road)sideof the house.

AUDIO-VISUAL: Thereis a Bluetooth speakerin the
main living room, plus a secondBluetooth speaker
in the kitchen. Thesecondliving room hasa smart
TVyou canusewith your own streamingloginsor
attachyour devices. Thereisalsoa secondAndroid
smartTVin our downstairsbedroom.

FIRESAFETY: Therearefire extinguisherslocatedin
the ground floor hallway and first floor landing.
Thereis also a fire blanket in the drawersby the
kitchensink.

FIRSTAID: Thisis in the drawernext to the kitchen
sink. Pleaselet us know if we need to replace
anything.

SMOKING: There is a strict no smoking policy
inside. When smokingoutside, pleasebe sure to
disposeof any cigarettessafely to avoid any fire
risk(especiallyin dryconditions).

WASTE: Collectionis on Mondays, with alternate
weeksfor recyclingandnon-recycling. Thebinsare
outside the front gate. Normal recycling
(cardboard,paper, recyclableplastics,metal tins)
goesin the bluebin. All other rubbishgoesin black
rubbishbagsin the blackbin. Foodwasteshouldgo
with general waste as unfortunately there is no
separatecollectionin the area.

GLASS: Pleasedo not put glassin any of the bins,
insteadcollectit separatelyanddisposeof it in the
glassrecyclingbins at the bottom of Balmacara
Squareonyourdeparture.

MAINTENANCE: Being a rural period property,
occasionally some unforeseen essential
maintenancemay be necessary. If you spot any
urgent issue,pleasecontactus andǿŜΩƭƭdeal with
it ASAP. Pleasedo not try to fix somethingyourself
unlessit is very simple. We will alwayskeep any
disruptionto the absoluteminimum.

BREAKAGES: Thesecanhappen- pleasejust let us
know so we can replacethem quickly.

FILLING,WARMING& DRAININGTHEHOTTUB:

Å Donot ignite the stoveuntil the water levelisabovethe hot water outlet, to avoiddamagingit

Å Removeanyashandthen light it usingonlydry wood andfirelighters,not coal,wet wood, etc

Å Stirthe water regularlywhile warmingup andotherwiseclosethe lid (alsowhile not in use).

Å Therecommendedwater temperatureis37-40ºc - there isa thermometerinside

Å Youcanadjustthe wood burningintensityby letting moreor lessair into the stove

Å Typicalheatingtime maybe3-4 hoursdependingon wood qualityandoutsidetemperature

Å Todrain,ensurethe first is fully out, everyonehasgot out of the tub andthen removethe plug
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POWERANDLIGHT

Å Thetwo largegreyswitchesfor the gardenlightsandhot tub power are on the far sideof the patio on
the wall oppositethe mainkitchenwindow

Å Therearealsosomefestoonlightspluggedinto the outdoorsocket if youwishto light the firepit area

Å Thehot tub has3 buttons on the left of the entrancesteps: 1) Top switch for LEDlighting,2) Middle
switchfor the jetsand3) Bottomswitchesfor the bubbles



SAUNA

Pleasenote that usingthe saunaisat yourown risk. Pleasereadtheseinstructionsto useit safely.
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HEATING AND USING THE SAUNA

ω Path lighting can be switched on and off in the utility room. Switches for the saunainterior and 
outside changing area are by the sauna door. 

ω An hour or two before your sauna time, switch on the heater power outside the sauna door - a
small red light should appearon the switch. Then enter the sauna and turn the right-hand control 
knob at the bottom of the stove to select the total number of hours youwant it on. 

ω If you want to set the sauna to come on while you are out, keep turning the knob to second set of 
numbers on the dial - this is how many hours until heating starts

ω The left-hand dialcontrols the temperature- choose nearmaximum for short heats or 6 or 7 for 
longer heating times

ω Once the saunahas heatedup,bring a towel to sit on and take some water to drink during your 
sauna. Drinkplentyof waterbeforeandafter use. 

ω Add water to the rocks with the ladle to add moisture to the heat to your liking

ω The hand spray and rain shower head are controlled with the tap located just outside the shower 
cubicle. Connect the hoses if not already connected, lift the handle  on the blue tap to start and stop. 

ω In cold weather, the shower and hose may need attaching to the tap before use. If so, please disconnect 
and let water drain from pipes after use. 

ω After using the sauna,please turn off the lights and heater power next to the door. Turn off the path 
lights in the utility room inside the house.

ω If you suffer from diabetes,heart diseaseor another condition that affects your blood pressure,
checkwith your doctor beforeusingthe sauna. If you feel sleepy,drowsyor uncomfortable,get out
immediatelyand cool off. Thestove is hot when in useςpleasetake all due care. Do not allow
childrento usethe saunaunattended.

ω Sauna robes, towels and footwear are all located in the utility room cupboards. Please leave used 
towels and robes out so we know what has been used and can launder the respective items

ω We recommend a maximum of 15 mins per session. Be sure to cool down between sessions and do 
not use if you feel unwell or light-headed.

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THE REMAKING OF COILLEMORE 
HOUSE

Thehousewasoriginallybuilt in 1839bythe Matheson
Familyfor the factorof the estate,positionedon the hill
to provide the perfect viewpoint to surveythe crofts
below. After theŦŀŎǘƻǊΩǎresidence,ownershippassedin
the 1920sto AlexanderandLadyHamilton,whorented
it out asa shootinglodge. In the livingroomȅƻǳΩƭƭfind
the short bookTwelveYearsof Residenceon the West
Coastof Scotland, JamesaŀǎƻƴΩǎaccountof livinghere
for the period 1881-93. Heseemedto spendmost of
that time shootingeverythingin sight!Formuchof the
secondhalf of the 20th century, Coillemorewas then
hometo thelocalGPsurgeryundertheMacraefamily.

Fittingly,our very first guestswere the four Stevenson
brothers,part of the widerMacraeclan,whohadeither
beenbornin thehouseor regularlyvisitedit duringtheir
youth.Theyrememberedstockingthelocallochanswith
trout andplantingsaplingswhicharenowtoweringtrees
in the garden. Theyalsorecalledhow the main living
room hada real tigerskinfrom Rangoonin front of the
fireplace,completewith stuffedheadandtheshotwhich
hadmadeit a trophyof the time. Tomarkthe occasion
of their return, oneof the brothers,GeorgeStevenson,
wrote and performed a very moving bagpipe ode
entitled Returnto Coillemore. The framed scorenow
hangsinthehallway. CoillemoreHousekitchenpre-andpost-renovation
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
